PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to update Council on business and promotion activity
for the period 1% Jan through to 31% July 2010. This report also updates Council on
activity at the Art Gallery and the Hawkins Theatre.

NARRATIVE

This report has been grouped into two areas: programmes and projects.

PROGRAMMES

Information/networking

Council hosts a monthly business breakfast held at the Papakura Club. The
speaking programme for 2010 started in February with a presentation on
the Drury South Business project. The programme for 2010 has delivered a
number of high profile speakers including: Bill Ralston, Rod Oram, Theresa
Gattung, Rawiri Paratene and Dame Susan Devoy. Upcoming speakers are
Sir George Fistonich (Villa Maria wines), Ray Avery (social entrepreneur
and New Zealander of the Year) and Dr Lester Levy as the final speaker in
November.

Events

Below is an update on the community event programme thus far in 2010
and details of upcoming events:

Mayoral Bikewise Challenge D February 14™

This year the Mayoral Bikewise Challenge was held at Ardmore Airport.
This provided the unique opportunity for children and their parents to ride on
the airport runway. Over 300 participants rode on the day along with a
number of supporting spectators. After the ride there was a free sausage
sizzle, a number of spot prizes and two Avanti bikes were given out.

Sounds at Sunset P February 21* , March 7" , March 21°*

The Sounds at Sunset concert series was held at the new stage in Central
Park. The three free concerts included a variety of musical genres from
Blues to Gospel Choir catering for a range of music tastes. Each concert
had approximately 400 attendees with a particularly large crowd for the
Blues concert with Hammond Gamble. These numbers are double the
audience size from last year proving this event is growing in popularity. A lot
of positive feedback has been received about the calibre of acts that
performed during the series.

PIPS Canoe Day b February 28"

Council supports the Pahurehure Inlet Protection Society led event through

the co-ordination and provision of equipment and assistance with event

publicity. This year the event at YoungOs Reserve was held in February to
work with the best tide time to suit the event. Unfortunately the canoeing

aspect of the day had to be cancelled due to the national civil defence
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tsunami warning. While the canoeing was cancelled the other activities still
continued these included: free face painters and bouncy castle, Wai Care
display, vaka display and sports games. Despite the cancellation of the
water based activities, a large number of people stayed at the park and
enjoyed a fun family day.

Spring Carnival B September 18"

Planning and organising for the Papakura Spring Carnival is now complete.
Sponsorship for this event has been secured from HEB, BNZ, ProFarm and
New World supermarket. The event will host the popular Bake Off
competition, Old McDonalds Barnyard animals, free face painting and
amusement rides and a range of stalls from community organisations. Che
Fu and the Kratz are the main attraction on the stage and there is a
programme of performances by a range of local acts.

Bluelight Trolley Derby B October 17"

The lead organiser of this event is the Papakura Bluelight. Council assists
this event by providing monetary support as well as assistance with
promotion and publicity. Discussions have been held with the Bluelight
committee regarding the venue for this event. The police have advised that
after they considered a number of options they found Elliott Street was the
safest option in terms of road gradient and disruption to motorists. The
gradient of Elliott Street works well as it is steep enough to create
momentum while not being so steep that it is dangerous or daunting to the
many young children that participate on the day. Elliott Street was also
chosen as it has a number of close surrounding roads that mean any
necessary detours are short and of little impact. The event is also run on a
Sunday morning when roads are not as busy.

Fireworks B Friday 5" November

This year, Massey Park will be undergoing re-development and is not be
able to be used as the venue for the Fireworks event in November. Council
has previously resolved to hold the event at Papakura High School (if
allowed) or Mansell Field.

After further investigation, including discussions with a pyrotechnic expert, it
appears that fireworks and firework displays are not permitted on school
sites. Therefore the venue for the 2010 Papakura Fireworks Display will be
Mansell Field. Planning and organisation for this event is well underway

Carols in the Park, Santa Parade and Movie in the Park B 3 and 4"
December

Planning is well underway for the above events in the first weekend in
December. The movie to be shown on Saturday 4™ December is Up!

Papakura Town Centre

Areas of focus in the period covered by this report include
projects/initiatives around the marketing and promotion of the town centre
and a focus on relationship-building particularly with town centre
businesses.

The First Wednesday Club continues to have good support from businesses
through attendance and sponsorship and held its first evening function in
February at Dodd Civil. Skipper Lay and Associates. On Call Credit Control
and Admin on Call, UWASH (in partnership with McDonalds), the National
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Bank, the Baby Bug, Boodles and the Safer Papakura Trust have all hosted
the First Wednesday Club this year.

New businesses opening up in the town centre this year include the Bed
Factory, RodneyOs Patisserie and Mottletop Espreso. Stirling Sports has
also re-located to the Selwyn Arcade .

The Art in Town Centre Project is a new initiative for the town centre. The
project (modelled on a successful project in the UK) aims to help create a
colourful and vibrant town centre by displaying art in currently vacant shop
windows. The owner of shop 5 in the Selwyn Arcade volunteered to host the
first display of art by local school pupils.

Planning is underway for Christmas decorations in the town centre. There
was positive feedback from the retailers regarding last yearOs decmtions
and the plan is to build on the theme with new decorations on the three
remaining corners of the main intersection within the town centre.

Hawkins Theatre

The Hawkins Theatre renovations and upgrade commenced in January and
are now complete. Apart from a few weeks at the beginning of the
renovation project, the Theatre has remained open for business.

Highlights of the year to date include the Auckland premiere of Spamalot,
the Auckland Philharmonia in April, the inaugural Maori Playwrights Festival
in June and July, Liberace, Live from Heaven also in July and the Acoustic
Souls and Fashion Show as part of the Matariki Festival.

The theatre now has the capability to screen films and will be doing so
regularly from early September. The opening movies are all New Zealand
movies including Boy, Home by Christmas and award-winning documentary
This Way of Life. In October and November a series of classic films will be
screened including Some Like It Hot, Bridge Over the River Kwai and On
the Waterfront.

The theatre also now has increased sound capability which allows for a
wider range of music to be performed D upcoming events include Batucada
Sound Machine, Queen City Big Band and Opshop.

Stand up comedy is also to take place at the Theatre on a regular basis and
under the banner of Laugh Out Loud Papakura. The first event takes place
on Saturday 13" November.

Hirers such as dance studios, Probus groups, local schools and community
groups continue to use the Theatre on an ongoing basis.

Papakura Art Gallery

The renovation and development of the Art Gallery took place earlier this
year and is now complete. During the renovation period (February B May)
the Gallery remained closed. The opening exhibition in the new space was
a retrospective of potter Brian GartsideOs work.Other exhibitions have
included Diana Parkes Fibre Reactive Expressions, Anna Scott, Caroline
Griffin and Sylvia NelsonOs Out of Line and the Papakura Youth Art Awards
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PROJECTS
Business Excellence programme

The Business Excellence Programme is designed to run over fifteen month
period and as such, the programme would have straddled the transition to
the Auckland Council. Discussions with sponsors indicated a reluctance to
proceed with the Awards until the transition is complete and it is apparent
whether there is a new model of business awards in the region. The 2010
Manukau Business Awards relaxed the boundaries for businesses entering
their awards so Papakura and Franklin businesses had the opportunity to
enter.

Regional projects

During the period covered by this report, regional work has mainly focused
on the Rugby World Cup 2011 and the Commonwealth Games 2018
feasibility work.

Rugby World Cup 2011

Regional co-ordination and planning for the Rugby World Cup 2011 is well
underway. The Regional Steering Group, which comprises officers from
each of the TLAs in the Auckland region, the ARC, RWC 2011 and central
government and is chaired by Auckland City, is coordinating planning and
organisation across the region. There are a series of work streams
addressing such issues as:

¥ Transport

Regional presentation

Economic Development

Ancillary Events & Community Engagement
Visitor market

Communications

Regulatory & Environment

Venues & Unions

It is important to note that the work streams have representation from other
bodies as appropriate e.g. ARTA, Tourism Auckland, Vector, Chamber of
Commerce, Transit, Eden Park Trust Board, Auckland International Airport,
Auckland Rugby etc.

During the period covered by this report, the focus has been on ensuring
planning for RWC 2011 is maintained through the transition process to the
new Auckland Council.

Commonwealth Games bid 2018

The eight Auckland councils, ARPASS, SPARC and NZ Major Events joint-
funded a feasibility study to assess whether Auckland, supported by the NZ
Government, has

i) the capacity to meet the requirements for hosting
a 2018 Commonwealth Games, and

ii) the compelling OpitchO that will deliver a winning
bid.
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As reported previously to Council, the second phase of the feasibility study
took place during the period covered by this report. Phase two involved
building the Games budgets, analysing the obligations associated with a
bid, and quantifying the associated legacy benefits so an informed decision
could be made on whether to bid or not. The feasibility report was
completed by February 2010 and following consideration of the report, a
decision was made not to bid for the Games.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to present the quarterly management report for the
Massey Park Aquatic Centre.

BACKGROUND

The management contract with Community Leisure Management Limited (CLM)
includes a requirement for CLM to provide the Council with a quarterly report
outlining key statistics and activities.

NARRATIVE

The management contract with CLM is progressing well with regular meetings
between management staff and regular operations meetings between officers.
Communication between CLM and Council has been constructive and requests
have been responded to in a timely manner.

Attendance figures from April to June 2010:

2008/09 2009/10 % Change
April 14,653 19,097 + 23.3%
May 13,810 14,507 +5%
June 12,364 15,760 +21.5%
Total 40,827 49,364 +17.3%

The attendance figures for the fourth quarter of 2009/10 reveal an increase on the
same period for 2008/09. It represents the highest total for the last 5 years. Indeed,
final attendance figures for 2009/10 of 249,041 are the highest total since 1999.

Maintenance and Repairs

A list of minor maintenance and repairs is included in the attachment. Design work
is underway on the upgrade project which will address major maintenance items
required.

CONCLUSION

Attendance figures are the highest they have been since 1999. A number of minor
maintenance items have been completed with major maintenance and renewals
being included in the planning for the upgrade project.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of the report is to seek Council direction regarding the lease of 11
Opaheke Road to the Papakura Branch of the NZ Society of Genealogists.

BACKGROUND

Council owns the land and building at 11 Opaheke Road. Historically, several
properties in this area were acquired as they became available in order to extend
Central Park to incorporate the Elizabeth Campbell Hall. These plans have not
been realised to date and a designation on the corner property (Corner Opaheke
Road and Chapel Street) was lifted during the Hawkins era.

Council has been considering community leases with the intention of offering
security to Papakura community groups through the Auckland governance
transition.

In June 2010, Council resolved:

THAT SUBJECT TO THE FINAL APPROVAL OF THE ATA, THE
REMAINING LEASES BE GRANTED TO THE GROUPS AND WITH THE
TERMS AS OUTLINED IN THIS REPORT.

In relation to the Genealogists, this referred to the following text in the agenda
report:

New Zealand Society of Genealogists, Papakura Branch (11 Opaheke
Road) b the land and building is owned by Council. There are no other
immediate plans for the land or building, however, future Councils may wish
to pursue redevelopment at both Central Park and the Elizabeth Campbell
Complex/Recreation Centre land, so it is recommended that a 5 year lease
is granted. This is also consistent with the Red Cross at 11a Opaheke Road
and the groups in Central Park where a 5 year lease has been
recommended.

A resolution to extend the Genealogists lease to 10 years was lost following a call
for a division.

The Genealogists led a deputation to Council on 27 July 2010 requesting a 10 year
lease and the following resolution was passed:

THAT A REPORT ON THE LEASE TO THE NZ SOCIETY OF
GENEALOGISTS BE BROUGHT BACK TO THE NEXT OPERATIONS &
MONITORING COMMITTEE MEETING.

NARRATIVE

The Genealogists have used the house at 11 Opaheke Road for nearly 20 years. It
is used for meetings, research and storage. The Genealogists do not have a
current lease. Their previous lease expired in 1991 and was for 1 year with a right
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of renewal for an additional 1 year. Contact was made with the secretary of the
Papakura Branch of Genealogists in November 2009 regarding a future lease.

There are no existing redevelopment plans for 11 Opaheke Road although the
Genealogists stated in their deputation that it has been Ocommon knowledge® that
Council would eventually redevelop the area. Planning work around Central Park
has been ongoing for a number of years and with both a community house and a
youth centre/arts facility flagged in the Long Term Council Community Plan, the
land around the Elizabeth Campbell Hall should be available for consideration for
future development. This has been recognised in the leases proposed for all
groups and clubs in the Central Park/Elizabeth Campbell Hall location.

There should be consistency between the leases in that area as even one longer
lease term will be a constraint to any future project. Council should also be mindful
of not implying that any one activity is more important than others by offering a
longer term lease to some but not all. There are a number of groups, including the
Papakura Red Cross and the Citizens Advice Bureau that offer an important
service to the community and have specific needs for space and storage that have
been offered 5 year leases.

As per the report to Council in June 2010, the lease template will be used for all
community leases. This keeps the terms and conditions consistent and recognises
that there is insufficient time before the transition to negotiate separately with each
group. At the date of writing this report, ATA approval for granting leases as
required above had not been received.

Should Council resolve to change the term of the lease, ATA approval will be
required.

CONCLUSION

Council requested a further report on the Genealogists lease of 11 Opaheke Road.
It is recommended that Council confirm its previous resolution in order to protect
opportunities for future redevelopment and to offer consistency of approach where
there does not appear to be any reason for inconsistency.

RECOMMENDATIONS

(c) OPAHEKE SPORTS FIELD S UPDATE

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of the report is to update the committee on progress on the temporary
consent for Papakura Pony Club at the Opaheke Sports Fields and seek direction
regarding the funding of the temporary access, parking and road widening.

BACKGROUND

Thirty eight hectares at 165 Opaheke Road was purchased for sports fields in 2008
and classified as recreation reserve in June 2009.

In February 2008, Papakura Pony Club led a deputation to the District
Development Committee requesting land for the pony club activities. Council
resolved in March 2008:

THAT AN EQUESTRIAN FACILITY BE INCORPORATED IN THE PLANS
FOR THE NEW DRURY SPORTS FIELDS AND THAT OFFICERS WORK
WITH PAPAKURA PONY CLUB AND ALSO INVESTIGATE OTHER
EQUESTRIAN SPORTS TO UNDERSTAND THE FACILITIES THAT MAY
BE REQUIRED.

The Long Term Council Community Plan (LTCCP) 2009-19 allocated $150,000 for
planning the Opaheke Sports Fields (working name in order to distinguish the fields
from the Drury Domain and Drury Sports Complex) in 2010/11 and $4,000,000 for
development of the site over 2013/14 and 2014/15. In the meantime to offset the
costs of ownership, the land is being actively used for cropping, grazing and is
subject to a residential tenancy. This brings in $43,000 gross in revenue per annum
and these arrangements are due to expire in March 2011 unless renewed.

The Papakura Pony Club has highlighted their uncertain future to Council in the
past through submissions to annual plans and deputations. The uncertainty is due
to the loss of privately owned land that they currently use for pony club activities.
This situation has now reached the point where the Pony Club led a deputation to
the District Development Committee on 11 May 2010 requesting permission to
establish on the Opaheke Sports Fields in advance of development plans.

The District Development Committee resolved on 11 May 2010:

THAT IT BE RECOMMEDED TO COUNCIL THAT IT BRINGS FORWARD
FUNDING FOR PLANNING THE OPAHEKE SPORTS FIELDS FROM THE
2011 YEAR TO IDENTIFY AN INTERIM LOCATION FOR THE
CLUBROOMS AND LAND FOR THE USE OF THE PAPAKURA PONY
CLUB.

THAT THE DISCUSSIONS ON THE FUTURE USE OF THIS LAND BE
ENTERED INTO WITH THE CURRENT LEASEES.

THAT BOTH MATTERS ARE REPORTED BACK TO COUNCIL.

THAT THE PONY CLUB BE ADVISED THAT THEY CAN START
DEVELOPING A BUSINESS PLAN FOR THE LAYOUT OF THE
EQUESTRIAN AREA IN CONJUNCTION WITH OTHER INTERESTED
EQUESTRIAN USERS AND SECURING ANY FUNDING THAT MAY BE
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NEEDED TO SUPPORT THIS PLAN. THIS WORK SHOULD BE
UNDERTAKEN AS A WORKING PARTY OF INTERESTED PARTIES
WITH REGULAR UPDATES TO COUNCIL STAFF.

THAT IT BE RECOMMENDED TO COUNCIL THAT COUNCILLOR
CONROY BE APPOINTED TO THE WORKING PARTY DESCRIBED IN 5
ABOVE.

NARRATIVE

Work has been progressing on the location of the Papakura Pony Club at 165
Opaheke Road. Through discussions with planners and the Pony Club
approximately 4 hectares of land bounding Opaheke Road has been agreed as the
temporary location for the Pony Club activities. The temporary location was chosen
as it offers good topography and access opportunities and also separates the
activities from surrounding properties in an attempt to avoid delays in planning and
resource consent matters.

Resource Consent

The land use consent application has been lodged regarding the temporary
location of the Papakura Pony Club on 165 Opaheke Road. Both the Operative
District Plan and Plan Change 13 are relevant to the site. Under the Operative
District Plan, the Pony Club activities are a controlled activity and the application
must address:

¥ The design and appearance of buildings

¥ Landscape design and site layout

¥ Location and design of vehicle and pedestrian access and parking
¥

Location of buildings and structures to avoid detracting from ridges, knolls,
native forest, geomorphic features and other natural features

¥ Location of roads and accessways serving buildings to minimise the
adverse effects of earthworks

¥ The integration of buildings and structures with the surrounding landscape
so that they enhance and are in harmony with it

In addition, any development/buildings in the flood plain would need to address
flooding issues.

Under Plan Change 13, the Pony Club activities are a restricted discretionary
activity due to vehicle access off Opaheke Road. The consent application argued
that no person is adversely affected by the Pony Club activities, the adverse effects
on the environment are no more than minor and that the application should be
processed on a non-notified basis.

In discussion with both planners and the Pony Club, it was agreed that there would
be no buildings on the temporary location. This means that a number of issues
under the controlled activity outlined above could be avoided and the planning and
consent process could proceed much more quickly.

The activities to be covered by the resource consent include the core club activity
of weekly rallies that generally occur for 5 hours on mid week evenings and
Saturdays from September to April during daylight hours involving no light and no
electronic audio equipment. The current club membership typically involves 10
riders with parents and spectators generating up to 10 vehicles to the site. Larger
events such as the Open Dressage Day and Show Jumping Competition will
require traffic management plans to manage the safety and effects of users and the
surrounding neighbours.
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Traffic engineering advice was required for the location and design of the vehicle
entrance and parking prior to the lodging of the resource consent application. The
existing entrances to the site were not considered safe or desirable given other
users and therefore a new vehicle entrance is required. Road widening is also
required in the area surrounding the new vehicle entrance in order to allow for
slowing and turning into the site without causing traffic safety issues. A gravel car
park is required inside the site for vehicles and horse floats.

Costs

Work was commissioned regarding the interim location of the Pony Club. This
included the assessment of environmental effects, traffic engineering advice and
costing of the temporary works. To date this has cost approximately $5000 and has
been taken from the budget set aside for the overall planning of the Opaheke
Sports Fields. It is assumed that the Pony Club will pay the actual resource consent
costs.

The temporary road works, vehicle entrance and car park are estimated to cost in
the order of $53,000 and will need to be completed before the Pony Club can
establish on site. This work is currently unbudgeted as it was intended that these
items would be constructed as part of the overall development of the site. It is also
important to note that the temporary entrance may not be the best location for a
future entrance to service the site and this will not be known until a comprehensive
planning exercise is complete. Council needs to consider whether spending
$53,000 on temporary works for a very small number of users is justifiable.

There is also a loss of budgeted revenue of approximately $4000 per annum due to
loss of land for cropping.

Existing Users
Contact has been made with the existing users including emails, a formal letter and

phone message to the cropping company and a phone conversation and email with
the tenant of the house.

CONCLUSION

Work on a temporary location for the Papakura Pony Club at 165 Opaheke Road
has progressed. The work done to date has identified that in order for the Pony
Club to establish on the site, resource consent must be granted and conditions
regarding the temporary entrance, car park and road widening must be met. The
cost of these works is estimated at $53,000 and is unbudgeted.

RECOMMENDATIONS

2. That Council give direction on the funding of the temporary road widening,
vehicle entrance and car park.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of the report is to seek Council direction on a lease for the Papakura
and Districts Historical Society for the Museum at 28 East Street, Papakura.

BACKGROUND

Council leases land and/or buildings to a number of community groups and clubs.
This supports a safe and stable community and enables groups and clubs to carry
out their not-for-profit activities in a cost effective manner. Due to the resources
required to complete lease agreements, Council has traditionally completed a few
every year rather than attempting to complete all outstanding leases. However,
there is a need to provide certainty to groups and clubs during the Auckland
governance changes as outlined in the report to Council meeting in June.

The Papakura and Districts Historical Society currently occupies, for the purposes
of a local Museum, part of Level 4, Accent Point, 28 East Street, Papakura. The
Society does not have a lease agreement with Council and does not pay any rent
with regard to the occupation of this space. The Museum is to shortly relocate to
the newly developed space on Level 3 of the same building. The new space has
been specifically designed for Museum use and to meet their operational /
functional requirements.

NARRATIVE

While the Council has agreed to the relocation of the Museum this has not been
formalised by way of a lease agreement. Given the relocation and the changing
Auckland governance context it is appropriate that a lease is drafted to provide
certainty for the Papakura and Districts Historical Society. A draft lease has been
prepared and is based on the standard lease agreement which Council utilises for
agreements in relation to other Council buildings.

It is recommended that Council offer the Papakura and Districts Historical Society a
lease that aligns with CouncilOs lease agreement with KCL (i.e. 10 years from 1
October 2010 with one right of renewal). As with other community leases it is
recommended that only a peppercorn rental be sought. It is noted that this lease
(as with all others) is conditional on ATA approval.

CONCLUSION

In order to give the Papakura and Districts Historical Society certainty, particularly
given the relocation and the Auckland governance changes, it is recommended that
a lease is granted as outlined above.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to provide an update on Community Development
activities for the period May to July 2010.

BACKGROUND

Community Development encompasses a broad range of Council delivered
community, social and cultural wellbeing activities. This report covers the work
areas of community engagement, safer communities, road safety and recreation
services. Given the breadth of work undertaken in this area this report focuses on
highlights from this period and alerts Councillors to some key up-coming initiatives.

NARRATIVE

Over this reporting quarter a range of community groups, meetings, community
events and initiatives have been supported and delivered.

Awhi

Recent activities of the Awhi Project include a parenting support evening featuring
Pio Turei, a graffiti mural project to decorate the community clubrooms, and
farewell for Dave Montgomery.

Safer Communities Meetings
The Safer Community Strategy Group continues to meet on a monthly basis. There
primary activities for this quarter have been initiating discussions on an alcohol
accord with local licensed hotel owners, and forward planning to set safer
community strategic direction.

The Ministry of Justice funding for this work was due to expire at the end of June,
however we have received transitional funding through until 31 October 2010.

Matariki New Year

The Matariki festival ran across June and July. It featured nine key events. Popular
events from previous years such as the Dawn ceremony, Fashion Show, Mau
Rakau Wananga and Acoustic Soul evening were again well received. New events
this year included the Maori Playwrights Festival, and the Purapura Day. Over 1300
people attended community Matariki events (NB. This figure excludes the Hawkins
Theatre programme). The newly established Maori Events Committee took the lead
on coordinating this yearOs festival.

Papakura Community of Social Services (PAPCOSS)
The PAPCOSS AGM was held in mid July and a new committee has been elected
and continue to hold regular committee and public meetings.

Papakura Youth Leadership

The Youth Leadership Forum group has been working on the Papakura Youth
Awards. All three forums are now complete. 13 forum members also attended a
one day regional youth council forum on July. The Youth Leaders Group also held
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a Youth Week concert in the Town Square in May. Unfortunately, it was a wet,
windy day so the event was not well attended.

Papakura Youth Awards

49 young people have been nominated for 13 awards. Once again the nominations
were of a high standard and youth leaders worked closely with adult mentors to
select the winners. Sponsors have been found for all categories.

OFA Club

Officers continue to meet regularly with the Tongan groups to progress this project.
The Ofa Club and the Papakura Tongan Community are now working together on
the development of a community garden at Keri Downs. The combined group has
developed a management plan for the garden as per the Council resolution, and an
agreement between Council and the Tongan groups has been drafted and is
awaiting final sign off.

Marybeth Reserve
The Rosehill community group is continuing to hold regular monthly meetings with
support from Councillors and Council officers. A regular youth table tennis
programme is running on a Tuesday evening and the Thursday hot spots also
continue. The community group have also been active in disseminating the draft
management plan.

Council Community Contracts

Annual contract reports have been received from Papakura Museum, Safer
Papakura Trust and the Citizens Advice Bureau. All groups met their performance
targets. Approval has been obtained from the Auckland Transition Agency for a two
year Snug Homes programme contract with Eco Insulation Charitable Trust.

Neighbourhood Support

Papakura currently has 236 Neighbourhood Support groups across the four wards
of the District, comprising of 4887 homes. There have been several contacts who
have moved and not replaced themselves but household membership has
increased since the last report.

The Eye on Communities magazine has been printed and distributed to all groups
and Community Patrollers.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to summarise matters raised at the District
Development hearing held on 10 August 2010 and to make recommendations to
the committee on suggested changes to the draft Papakura Cemetery
Management Policy.

BACKGROUND

A special consultative process was undertaken to consult with the public on the
Draft Papakura Cemetery Management Policy for PapakuraOs two lawn cemeteries.
The policy was advertised on 23 June 2010 and submissions closed on 23 July
2010.

Six written submissions were received during the consultation period and are
attached to this report. The submitters were subsequently heard at a meeting of the
District Development Committee on 10 August 2010.

The Cemetery Management Policy is a high level document to set direction and
guidance for the management of both of PapakuraOs cemeteries.The detail
regarding the expansion of the cemetery which will give effect to the policy has not
been completed or adopted by Council.

NARRATIVE

The Draft Papakura Cemetery Management Policy was written to enhance
administration and management of PapakuraOs two lawn cemeteries at Settlement
Rd and Gatland Rd. Principal management issues in the policy are:

¥ Compliance with cemetery legislation and bylaws

Consistent and sound management of cemetery land into the future
Reservation of plots

Record keeping and information management

Future Urupa

Future Eco burials

Provision of plots for Service Personnel

Maintenance of high cemetery standards

Submissions

A submissions summary is attached to this report and outlines the issues raised
both in written submissions and in the hearing process and officers
recommendations for changes to the policy. The majority of submitters are
residents of Gatland Road who have experienced road environment issues, anti
social and unlawful behaviour. While these issues are clearly of concern, they are
not unique to Gatland Road and are not directly related to the Draft Policy.
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It is suggested that these associated matters are dealt with through other
processes and that a Council workshop is held specifically to discuss these issue.
It should also be noted that the recent Council decision to introduce restrictions on
vehicles entering specific roads at night is yet to be implemented and may well
have a positive effect on the antisocial behaviours experienced by the residents of
Gatland Road.

In addition, submitters raised some operational matters at Papakura South
Cemetery such as hours of use, access to the cemetery, lighting and parking.
These matters will be dealt with in the cemetery expansion plan which contains the
detail for developing the policy on the ground. It is recommended that the
operational matters raised by the submitters be added to the expansion plan.

Ngai Tai made written suggestions regarding the policy and suggested some
wording changes. It is recommended that the amendments are made as
suggested with the exception of the burial of placenta. It is considered that burial of
placenta must be strictly controlled in the cemetery environment and therefore
removal of restrictions on burial of placenta cannot be made.

CONCLUSION

The Draft Papakura Cemetery Management Policy has been through a special
consultative process and received 6 written submissions. Three submitters spoke
to their submissions at the hearing held on 10 August 2010. It is recommended that
the draft Papakura Cemetery Management Policy is adopted subject to changes
discussed above and in the submissions summary.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to seek a Council resolution to make changes to the
Papakura District Council Speed Limits Bylaw 2009 to amend the permanent speed
limits on a number of roads in the District and enable 40 km/h variable school
speed zones to be formed outside four schools.

BACKGROUND

At the 22 June 2010 meeting of the Operations and Monitoring Committee a report
was presented detailing a number of proposed changes to the Papakura District
Council Speed Limit Bylaw 2009. At this meeting it was resolved:

THAT COUNCIL APPROVES THE PROPOSED SPEED LIMIT CHANGES
OUTLINED IN THIS REPORT TO ENABLE STAKEHOLDER AND PUBLIC
CONSULTATION REGARDING THESE CHANGES TO COMMENCE.

At the 23 March 2010 meeting of the Operations and Monitoring Committee a
report was presented outlining the proposed allocation of the Minor Improvement
budget for the 2010/11 financial year. At this meeting it was resolved:

THAT $125,000 OF THE MINOR IMPROVEMENTS BUDGET FOR THE
2010/11 FINANCIAL YEAR BE ALLOCATED TO IMPLEMENTING 40 KM/H
VARIABLE SCHOOL SPEED ZONES OUTSIDE COSGROVE SCHOOL,
EDMUND HILLARY SCHOOL AND PAPAKURA SOUTH SCHOOL,
SUBJECT TO THE RESULTS OF CONSULTATION WITH THE SCHOOLS,
KEY STAKEHOLDERS AND THE PUBLIC.

THAT COUNCIL SUPPORT THE INSTALLATION OF A FURTHER 40
KM/H VARIABLE SCHOOL SPEED ZONE OUTSIDE DRURY SCHOOL TO
BE IMPLEMENTED AND FUNDED AS PART OF A SCHOOL TRAVEL
PLAN FOR THE SCHOOL, SUBJECT TO THE RESULTS OF
CONSULTATION WITH THE SCHOOL, KEY STAKEHOLDERS AND THE
PUBLIC.

The stakeholder and public consultation regarding the 40 km/h variable school
speed zones and permanent speed limit changes referred to in these resolutions
has been completed and Council approval is now sought to amend the Papakura
District Council Speed Limits Bylaw 2009 to incorporate these changes.

NARRATIVE

In accordance with the Land Transport Rule: Setting of Speed Limits (2003),
consultation has been undertaken with key stakeholders, (NZ Police, NZTA,
Automobile Association and Road Transport Forum New Zealand), Franklin District
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Council and the public regarding a number of proposed changes to the Papakura
District Council Speeds Limits Bylaw (2009). Consultation was carried out between
7 July 2010 and 4 August 2010.

The permanent speed limit changes proposed in the consultation are detailed

below:

Five responses to the consultation regarding the proposed changes to the Speed
Limits Bylaw (2009) were received. All these responses were from key
stakeholders and none of the submissions opposed any of the proposed changes.

CONCLUSION

Consultation in accordance with the Land Transport Rule: Setting of Speed Limits
(2003) has recently been undertaken for a number of permanent speed limit
changes and 40 km/h variable school speed zones that have previously been
endorsed by Council. Five submissions were received during the consultation
period and none of the submissions opposed the proposed speed limit changes.

Appropriate electronic signage will be implemented to inform drivers of this
speed limit. The 40 km/h speed limit may operate on school days for a
maximum period of (a) 35 minutes before the start of school; (b) 20 minutes
at the end of school; and (c) 10 minutes at any other time when at least 50
children cross the road or enter or leave vehicles at the roadside.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to seek a Council resolution to make changes to
parking restrictions on Wellington Street, Opaheke Road, Chapel Street and the
reconnected section of Railway Street West.

BACKGROUND

Over recent months, a number of enquiries have been received requesting reviews
of parking provisions on streets near the Town Centre including:

¥ A request for time restricted parking to be implemented on the section of
Opahake Road between Great South Road and Chapel Street;

¥ A request for a mobility parking space to be provided on the section of
Opahake Road between Great South Road and Chapel Street;

¥ A request for Ono stopping at all times®O (NSAAT)agking restrictions to be
installed adjacent to the intersection of Opaheke Road and Chapel Street to
improve safety; and

¥ A request for the existing 60 minute time restricted parking (P60) restrictions on
the northern side of Wellington Street between Great South Road and East
Street to be changed to 180 minute time restricted parking (P180) or
unrestricted parking.

It was also considered timely to review the most appropriate parking restrictions to
be implemented on the section of Railway Street West between Wood Street and
Chapel Street (the new section of road to be reconnected).

It is noted that all the locations considered in this report are outside the area
covered by a previous Town Centre Parking Strategy that was adopted by Council.
NARRATIVE

Opaheke Road

A number of complaints have been received regarding the lack of availability of
parking spaces on Opaheke Road in the vicinity of the childrenOs playground at
Central Park. A request has also been made for a mobility parking space in this
general vicinity.

There is currently unrestricted parking on Opaheke Road and observations suggest
that there are a number of vehicles that park on this section of road for long periods
of the day. This all-day parking occupies the majority of the on-street parking
spaces on this section of road, thereby reducing the available on-street parking for
short term users of Central Park.

Given the presence of the playground in Central Park, it is considered appropriate
to provide some time restricted parking spaces on Opaheke Road to promote
parking turnover, which will improve the accessibility of this community facility. It is
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considered that 180 minute time restricted parking (P180) would be sufficient to
prevent all-day parking, while still providing sufficient time for users of facilities in
Central Park.

It is proposed to install eight P180 parking spaces on the eastern side of Opaheke
Road, (including one P180 mobility parking space) as shown in the attached plan.
The mobility and time restricted spaces will be at the northern end of Opaheke
Road where the road is significantly wider than other sections of Opaheke Road.
The wider road makes entering and exiting vehicles easier and safer, especially for
those with limited mobility or parents with children. This location is therefore
preferred for the shorter term, higher turnover parking, and also the mobility parking
space.

Repaving of the footpath on this section of Opahake Road is programmed to be

carried out this financial year. As part of this work it is proposed to install a Odrop
downO kerb adjacent to the mobility parking space to provide improved access to
the parking space.

Intersection of Opaheke Road and Chapel Street

Concerns have been raised regarding the restricted visibility that can occur at this
intersection if vehicles are parked close to the intersection. Vehicles have also
been observed parking on the Chapel Street approaches too close to the raised
central island at the intersection. This could restrict the movements of larger
vehicles at the intersection.

A review of crashes has concluded that there have been no Police reported
crashes at the intersection of Opaheke Road and Chapel Street in the previous five
year period. Because of this, and the high demand for parking in the vicinity, it is
not considered justified to install significant lengths Ono stopping at all timesO parking
restrictions.

However, to ensure access at the intersection is not compromised and to ensure
that a minimal level of NSAAT is provided on all legs of the intersection, additional
NSAAT is proposed at the following locations:

¥ On the northern side of Chapel Street, west of the Opaheke Road intersection.
¥ On the southern side of Chapel Street, east of the Opaheke Road intersection.
¥ On the eastern side of Opaheke Road, south of the Chapel Street intersection.
The proposed new NSAAT restrictions are indicated on the plan attached.

Wellington Street

A request has been received to change the 60 minute parking restriction (P60) on
the northern side of Wellington Street between Great South Road and East Street
to a 180 minute parking restriction (P180) or unrestricted parking. The business
requesting the change indicated that the current P60 parking is not long enough for
customers of the businesses on this section of Wellington Street to utilise.

There are currently six P60 parking spaces on the northern side of Wellington
Street between Great South Road and East Street. It is not considered appropriate
to make these spaces unrestricted parking as this could result in all-day parking
occurring in these parking spaces, which would cause more issues for the local
businesses. As such it is proposed to change the current P60 parking restriction to
a P180 parking restriction as shown in the attached plan.

Railway Street Reconnection

When the new Railway Street West connection is constructed, there will be 43 new
parking spaces created as shown in the attached plan. To prevent all-day parking
from occurring in the parking spaces it is considered appropriate to implement a
time restriction on these parking spaces. It is considered unlikely that there will be a
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demand for sixty minute parking in the vicinity of the parking spaces, and it is
therefore proposed to implement a P180 restriction on these spaces. It is also
proposed to designate one of the parking spaces as a mobility parking space.

Consultation has not been carried out regarding any of the parking changes
detailed in this report. Where appropriate, consultation will be undertaken with
adjacent property occupiers prior to any changes being implemented.

CONCLUSION

A review of parking restrictions has been undertaken on sections of Wellington
Street, Opaheke Road, the intersection of Opaheke Road and Chapel Street, and
the new section of Railway Street that is to be constructed.

As a result of the review the following changes are proposed as shown on the
plans attached:

¥ Implementing a P180 restriction on eight parking spaces, (seven regular
parking spaces and one mobility parking space) on the eastern side of
Opaheke Road, south of the Great South Road intersection.

¥ Installing additional Ono stopping at all times® (NSAAT) parking restrictions at the
intersection of Opaheke Road and Chapel Street.

¥ Changing the parking time restriction on the six spaces on the northern side of
Wellington Street from P60 to P180.

¥ Implementing P180 parking restrictions on the 43 new parking spaces to be
formed on the reconnected section of Railway Street, including one mobility
parking space.

RECOMMENDATIONS

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to provide the Operations and Monitoring Committee
with an update on transportation and roading activity during the period of June
2010 and July 2010.

BACKGROUND
This report details work group actions in asset planning, capital projects, operations
and maintenance.

NARRATIVE

Asset Planning

Requests for Pedestrian Crossings
Further discussions have been held with the Police and Takanini School regarding
the ongoing concerns with the safety of school children crossing Manuroa Road.

The Principal of Takanini School has indicated that the school are prepared to
operate a OKea Crossing® on Manuroa Road, (at the location of the kerb extensions
near Takanini School Road). A OKea CrossingO is operated by trained students from
the school (with parental supervision) using OSTOPO gis to stop traffic and give
pedestrians right-of-way to cross the road. Unlike a zebra crossing, there are no
markings on the road indicating pedestrians have priority to cross, and hence when
the crossing is not being patrolled vehicles have priority.

Installing the zebra crossing requires no stopping at all times restrictions to be
installed and hence a report will be brought to Council to seek approval for these
restrictions in September 2010. Subject to Council approval, it is anticipated that
the Oka Crossing® will be operational by 31 October 2010.

Guide Signs from Great South Road to Ardmore Airport

Officers have recently had discussions with representatives from Ardmore Airport
regarding the lack of signage from Great South Road to the Ardmore Airport.
Given the relatively high numbers of visitors to the Ardmore Airport that may not be
familiar with roads in the District it is considered appropriate that guide signage be
provided. This signage has also been recommended in a wider review of
destination signage in the District.

It is proposed to install seven signs between Great South Road and Ardmore
Airport. The route to be signed has been determined in conjunction with the Airport.
The costs of installing and maintaining the signage are being shared equally
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between Council and the Ardmore Airport and the Council share will be funded
from the Minor Improvements Budget.

Road Safety Update

The New Zealand Transport Agency (NZTA) provides Council with regular updates
regarding the national road toll and specific data relating to the Auckland Region
and Papakura District. The table below contains the most recent data on road
fatalities in the Auckland Region as at 10 August 2010:

Capital Works Projects

Capital works projects are significant projects undertaken to enhance and improve
CouncilOs roading infrastructure.

The following provides an update on current capital works projects for the 2009/10
and 2010/11 Programmes to the end of July 2010.

Projects in construction:

i) Pavement Rehabilitation Works
The roads programmed for rehabilitation and improvement under the rural road
programme for 2009/2010 were:

- Settlement Road (Marne Road to Hunua Road)
- Hunua Road (Boundary Road to Hunua Gorge Bridge, or part thereof)

- Kaipara/Ohiwa Roads (100m east of Heard Road to 350m west of Heard
Road).

The 2009/2010 Pavement Rehabilitation Works contract was undertaken by
HEB Construction Ltd. Works are now complete on all three sites. However, the
guality of workmanship at the Heard-Kaipara-Ohiwa intersection did not meet
the Papakura District Council standards, we are currently monitoring this
intersection and remedial works will be carried out by the Contractor when
suitable weather permits.

ii) Porchester Road b Airfield Road to Walters Road, (Stage 1)
This contract for the improvements of the first, (southern) stage of Porchester
Road have been undertaken by Fulton Hogan Ltd.

The majority of the construction works have been completed with the exception
of the new footpath on the western berm 50% complete, the reinstatement of
the western berm and the erection of the street light columns.
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ii)

It is planned that the outstanding work as outlined above will be completed by
the end of August 2010 Princess Street & Station Road Gobi Block
Replacement

This contract is for the removal of the existing gobi-block paving and associated
stormwater drainage system improvement on the Princess Street and Station
Road in Takanini. This contract was undertaken by HEB Construction Ltd and is
now complete.

Footpath Renewal Contract ® Northern Section

This contract for the replacement of sections of footpath with the condition
rating of 4, (poor) or 5 (very poor) was awarded to HEB Construction Ltd. The
initial issues with the Contractor were resolved and the contract progressed well
and was completed satisfactorily.

Great South Road and Porchester Road temporary footpaths
This contract for the construction of temporary footpaths on sections of Great
South Road and Porchester Road has been awarded to HEB Construction Ltd.

Construction of the temporary footpath on the western side of Porchester Road
between the Papakura Stream Bridge and Manuroa Road has been completed.

The issuing of practical completion of the temporary footpath on the eastern
side of Great South Road between Gatland Road and Slippery Creek has been
withheld due to issues in the quality of the surfacing of this footpath. It is
anticipated that the quality issues will be resolved by the end of August 2010.
However, the footpath has been built and is in use.

Projects in the pre-construction phase:

)

Railway Street West Reconnection
The tender for the construction of the section of Railway Street West between
Wood Street and Chapel Street was conducted in a two stage approach.

The first stage of the tender was to assess the submissions received and to
accept those received from the top five rated contractors. The second stage
was to evaluate the selected contractorOs methodology and pde to determine
the preferred tenderer.

Both stages of the tender evaluation have been carried out and a
recommendation report will be presented to Council in August.

The construction of the reconnection will be undertaken in two portions.

- The first portion will commence in September 2010 with a completion date
of the end of November 2010. This portion will be to provide an operational
link that is available during the construction of the Clevedon Road ralil
overbridge.

- The second portion will re-commence in April 2011 and complete surfacing,
construct traffic calming features, (speed tables and central planted islands)
and install streetscape furniture.

Takanini School Road & Princess Street Gobi Block Replacement Stage 3

The tender for the Gobi block replacement on Takanini School Road and the
remainder of Princess Street, (eastern side) closed on 6" July 2010. The
evaluation of the tender submissions has been carried out and a report is
presented separately on this agenda.

Footpath Renewal Contract B Southern Section
The tender for the Footpath Renewal Contract B Southern Section closed on
22" July 2010

The evaluation of the tender submissions has been carried out and a report is
presented separately on this agenda.

Hingaia Road Improvement - Stage 3

The project to improve Hingaia Road includes replacing and widening the
existing road surface. Provisions have been made within this corridor for
lighting, traffic lanes, a central safety lane and footpaths. The 2010/11
construction will be the 3" stage.

This section incorporates the section from Stage 2 works, (adjacent to the
Karaka Lakes Subdivision) to the western boundary of the proposed new
Hingaia Road School, (approximately 500 m) and the school access road.

The tender documents for the construction of Hingaia Road Improvement Stage
3 were released in early August 2010 and closed on Thursday 26™ August
2010, to allow for the subsequent tender evaluation and the recommendation
for contract award to be presented for resolution in September.

Porchester Road b Airfield Road to Walters Road

The project to improve Porchester Road includes replacing and widening the
existing road surface to form part of a new road corridor. Provisions have been
made within this corridor for on-street parking, lighting, traffic lanes, a central
safety lane, planting, cycle lanes and footpaths. The balance of construction will
be undertaken in two separate (remaining) contracts as detailed below:

- Stage 2 is the mid section and incorporates the new intersection with Kuaka
Drive, Porchester Road and the future extension of Takanini School Road.

- Stage 3 (northern section) designs are being finalised and work is
progressing on the acquisition of adjoining land required for the
construction. However, lack of developer supplied stormwater infrastructure
required to connect the road construction will hold up the construction
process.

The design of Porchester Road Stage 2 is progressing well. The tender
documents for the construction of Porchester Road Improvement Stage 2 were
released in early August 2010 and closed on Thursday 2™ September 2010, to
allow for the subsequent tender evaluation and the recommendation for
contract award to be presented at the September Council meeting.

Pavement Rehabilitation Works 2010/11

Site investigations have been carried out and design completed for the
pavement rehabilitation. The tender documents for the construction of
pavement rehabilitation works 2010/11 were released in early August 2010 and
closed on Thursday 2™ September 2010 to allow for the subsequent tender
evaluation and the recommendation for contract award to be presented at the
September Council meeting.

vii) Great South Road to Beach Road Slip Lane

Work is anticipated to commence on the replacement of the existing canopy on
the 9" August 2010 and be completed by the 24™ August 2010.
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The civil works are being undertaken separately. Three contractors were invited
to quote on the works. The tender process is how complete and the Contract
will be authorised under Chief Executive delegations.

It is anticipated that the slip lane construction works will commence in early
September and be completed 6 weeks thereafter.

Contracts in Maintenance:

Capital projects have a period after construction where the contractor remains
responsible for defects and maintenance. These are for a varying period
depending on the outcome performance requirements.

During June/July the following projects were completed and are now in their
maintenance period:

i) 2009/2010 Pavement Rehabilitation Works.

ii) Princess Street & Station Road Gobi Block Replacement.

iii) Footpath Renewal Contract B Northern Section.

Operations and Maintenance

Council has contracts for roading maintenance services with HEB Smithbridge
Limited for roading works and maintenance, Abandoned Vehicle Services Ltd for
abandoned vehicles, and CSL Traffic Ltd for streetlight repairs and renewals.

This summarises the maintenance work carried out and forward planning of
maintenance on the District roading network.

Roading Works and Maintenance Contract PDC 06/01 (HEB Smithbridge Ltd):

¥ Contract Performance Measures
Regular auditing of the ContractorOs performance has been carried out for May
and June 2010. The result was an average score of 953/1000 (minimum
acceptable is 700).

¥ Emergency Work
No major emergency situations have arisen in the period. Responses to minor
incidents have been dealt with as required.

¥ Reseals for 2010/11
The total reseal programme for 2010/11 covers approximately 24.4 km of chip
seal and 2.5 km of asphaltic concrete/hotmix (AC). The reseal locations are
being marked at site and pre-seal repairs will start from September 2010.

¥ Footpaths
A monthly and three monthly forward programme for footpath repairs and
renewal works are developed based on customer requests and monthly
inspections. 3.3 km of footpath has been repaired or renewed in the year
2009-2010 and 0.2 km of footpath has been repaired in the month of July 2010.

¥ Street Furniture
Routine cleaning and inspections of bus shelters, bins and other street furniture
is carried out on a cyclical basis. Urgent repairs to bus shelters or other street
furniture are carried out as required and other work is included on the planned
maintenance schedule or as future renewal work. This work continued over
the period.
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¥ Chemical Weed Control
The bi-monthly cycle of spraying for weed control in urban areas on kerb and
channels, footpaths, walkways and car parks was completed in June 2010. The
next round of spraying is programmed for August 2010. A round of rural
spraying was completed in July 2010.

¥ Road Marking
Annual road marking of the District has been completed.

¥ Mowing
A round of rural mowing for the district was undertaken in July 2010. The next
round of rural mowing will be carried out in September 2010.

Abandoned Vehicles (Abandoned Vehicle Services Ltd)

Vehicles reported as abandoned were investigated and either returned to their
owners or declared abandoned and towed by Council as shown in the following
table:

Streetlights (CSL Traffic Ltd)

Streetlight maintenance work has been carried out in response to customer service
requests and routine inspections. Routine streetlight inspections of the entire
network are a contract requirement.

The streetlight upgrade programme for the year 2009/2010 on Great South Road
(from Takanini interchange to Taka Street) has been completed.

The installation of new walkway lighting has also been completed between The Lea
and Wilencote Place and between The Lea and Len Garlick Place as part of the
annual walkway lighting upgrades.

The streetlight upgrade programme for the year 2010/2011 is under review.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to advise Council of a proposal to install a OKea
Crossingd on Manuroa Road that would be operated by Takanini Primary School
and to seek Council approval to install Ono stopping at all timesO parking restrictions
adjacent to the OKea CrossingO that are required to ensure its safe operation

BACKGROUND

A number of requests have been made to Council over recent years to have a
crossing facility installed on Manuroa Road in the vicinity of Takanini School Road
to improve pedestrian safety. As has previously been reported to Council, installing
a marked zebra crossing on this section of road is not considered safe or
appropriate and it would not meet the NZTA warrant criteria for a marked zebra
crossing.

As an alternative to a marked zebra crossing on Manuroa Road, Council has the
authority to install a OKea Crossing® to provide a safe and controlled crossing point
for children walking to and from Takanini Primary School. Recent feedback from
Councillors and Constable McNabb suggested that the primary safety concerns
relate to school children crossing Manuroa Road, which a OKea Crossing® would
address.

Operating a OKea Crossingd requires a significant commitment from Takanini
Primary School as its safe operation relies on two students and one adult manning
the crossing before and after school. Given the school already operates one OKea
Crossing® on Takanini School Road, a shortage of resources to operate another
crossing on Manuroa Road was the primary reason such a crossing has not been
installed there in the past. However, the Principal of Takanini Primary School has
recently approached Council and advised that the school are now prepared to
commit to operating a OKea Crossing® on Manuroa Road.

NARRATIVE

A OKea Crossing® ia controlled crossing point that is operated by two school
students, (who have had appropriate training by the Police) and at least one adult
supervisor. OKea CrossingsO are often operated on existing marked zebra crossings;
however, there is no requirement for this to occur. As such, Council is able to
authorise a OKea Crossing® on Manuroa Road without the need for a marked zebra
crossing to be installed.

A OKea CrossingO typically includes the following permanent features on the road:

¥ Kerb build-outs to narrow the road carriageway and increase the visibility of the
crossing, (these are already present on Manuroa Road and it is proposed to
operate the OKea Crossing® at the kerb builtlits in the vicinity of Takanini
School Road);

¥ Solid white vehicle holding lines located in advance of the crossing;
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¥ Permanent Oschool children crossing® signs located in advance of the crossing;
and

¥ ONo stopping at all timesO parking restrictions adjacent to the crossing to ensure
adequate visibility is available to students operating the crossing.

In addition to these permanent features, the following measures are activated only
when the crossing is operating:

¥ Fluorescent flags installed adjacent to the crossing; and
¥ OSTOPO signs controlled by the students operating the crogsg.

When the flags and OSTOPO signs are presenthe students operating the crossing,
(with adult supervision) have the ability to control pedestrians and vehicle traffic at
the crossing. It is noted that the Police Youth Education Officer would train students
in the operation of the crossing and undertake regular checks on the operation of
the crossing.

When the flags and OSTOPO signs are not present, the crossing point reverts to a
section of road where normal road rules apply, (i.e. pedestrians may only cross the
road if there is a safe gap to do so). This avoids the safety issues associated with a
zebra crossing with a relatively low usage, and is why a OKea Crossing0 is
supported at this location on Manuroa Road when a zebra crossing is not.

As noted above, to ensure the safe operation of the OKea Crossing®, Ono stopping at
all timesO parking restrictions are required adjacent to the crossing point. The extent
of NSAAT restrictions required are shown on the plan attached. This will result in
the loss of ten on-street parking spaces. It is noted that due to issues with marking
broken yellow lines on the gobi blocks on this section of Manuroa Road, signs
advising of the NSAAT restriction will also be installed to ensure the restriction is
obvious to motorists.

Residents adjacent to the proposed NSAAT installation will be notified of CouncilOs
decision to implement the Kea crossing and related controls.

CONCLUSION

A number of requests have been made to Council over recent years to have a
crossing facility installed on Manuroa Road in the vicinity of Takanini School Road
to improve road safety. Recent feedback has indicated that the primary safety
concerns relate to school children crossing Manuroa Road, which a OKea Crossing®
would address.

Installing a OKa Crossingd would provide a safe controlled crossing point on
Manuroa Road for students walking to and from Takanini Primary School. The
Principal of Takanini Primary School has recently confirmed that the school are
prepared to commit the required resources to operate a OKea Crossing® on Manuroa
Road.

To ensure the OKea Crossingd operates safely, Ono stopping at all timesO parking
restrictions are required adjacent to the crossing point as shown on the plan
attached. Adjacent residents will be notified ahead of implementation.

PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to provide the Council with an update on stormwater
services during the period of June and July 2010.

BACKGROUND

This report details stormwater asset planning, capital projects and maintenance.

NARRATIVE

Asset Planning

Integrated Catchment Management Plans (ICMP)

This project is progressing as described below:
¥ Central Papakura

¥ Slippery Creek

¥ Drury Creek B Hingaia South

¥ Pahurehure Inlet North

Draft versions of the four ICMP reports have been completed. The draft reports
include a list of non-structural and structural management options for improving the
management of stormwater in the catchment.

¥ Drury Creek B Hingaia Stream
A final draft version of the Hingaia Stream ICMP report has been received for
Council review. This ICMP is a joint project between PDC and FDC, with PDC
as the projectOs lead organisation.The final report which is imminent, will
include a list of non-structural and structural management options for improving
the management of stormwater in the catchment.

Existing Network Condition Survey and Risk Analysis

Asset data has been analysed to produce a list of critical assets. This list has been
reviewed and used to produce a prioritised condition survey programme for the
2010/11 financial year and beyond. An expert supplier in this field, Hydrotech, has
started the first stage of the prioritised condition survey programme.

Stormwater Quality Devices Operations & Maintenance Manual
GHD has been engaged to produce a comprehensive operations and maintenance
manual for public stormwater quality devices which will assist with the contract
specification and device monitoring. Currently a survey programme of existing
assets has been completed to capture accurate @s builtOdata.

Capital Projects

The following capital works projects are currently in the design phase:
¥ Chichester Drive (North) Stormwater
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Additional capacity is needed to take stormwater under the motorway from the
Chichester Drive area west of Tairere Crescent to a watercourse on the
western side of the motorway.

Council has obtained a Certificate of Compliance (CoC) from ARC for the
construction of the culvert and are making an application for the stormwater
discharge.

Chichester Drive (South) Stormwater

Additional capacity is needed to take stormwater under the motorway from the
Chichester Drive area in close proximity to Joanne Place to a watercourse on
the western side of the motorway.

Council has obtained a Certificate of Compliance (CoC) from ARC for the
construction of the culvert and are making an application for the stormwater
discharge.

Waterview/Arimu Road

The Waterview upgrade is required to cater for the stormwater flows from the
upper catchment. Design is underway with the next key deliverable, the
preliminary design report, available in August 2010.

Slippery Creek stream channel erosion protection works

Design of erosion protection works for Slippery Creek as recommended by the
draft Slippery Creek ICMP is underway with the next key deliverable, the
preliminary design report, available in August 2010.

Greenhaven Avenue Flood Protection

Modelling results show that there is a risk of flooding in a 100 year storm event
under the maximum permitted development scenario. Forward design is
underway with the next key deliverable the preliminary design report, available
in August 2010.

Greenhaven Avenue Stormwater Quality

The existing open drain at Greenhaven Avenue serves a contributing
catchment of about 81ha, which comprises mainly residential development, but
also includes a portion of the railway station and the park and ride facility.
Design is underway with the next key deliverable, the preliminary design report,
available in August 2010.

Drury Industrial Stormwater Upgrades
Forward design is underway with the next key deliverable, the detailed design,
available in August 2010.

Gills Avenue Pond Improvement

The Gills Avenue pond receives stormwater runoff from portions of the Old
Wairoa Catchment that do not drain into the McLennan Wetland. Improvements
at the Gills Avenue Pond are required to assist Council in achieving its vision
for the future community use of the inlet area. Investigation and design of
improvements to this pond are currently in progress.

Marne Road/Albert Street Stormwater Upgrade
Design is progressing and is currently in preliminary design phase. Investigation
to physically locate any clashes with existing critical assets is about to proceed.

Kelvin Road Stormwater Upgrade
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Design is progressing and is currently in preliminary design phase.
Investigation to locate any clashes with existing critical assets is about to
proceed.

Sheehan Avenue to Settlement Road Stormwater Upgrade
Forward design is progressing and is currently in preliminary design phase.
Investigation to locate clashes with existing critical assets is about to proceed.

Alfriston Road Downstream Channel Improvements
Design is underway with the next key deliverable, the preliminary design report,
available in August 2010.

Takanini Clevedon Road and Mullins Road Culverts Upgrade
Forward design is underway with the next key deliverable, the preliminary
design report, available in August 2010.

Ardmore Quarry Road Dam Safety Check and Improvement

Design is underway and involves carrying out a structural safety assessment
and improvement to ensure that the existing dam on Ardmore Quarry Road is
thoroughly checked and any appropriate remedial works are recommended in
order to remove the risk. The next key deliverable is the concept/preliminary
design report in August 2010.

NIMT to Great South Road Stormwater Upgrade
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

Subway Road Woolworth Carpark Flooding Mitigation
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

Joyce Street to Ashdown Place Stormwater Upgrade
The preliminary design report currently under review.

Clark Road to South Street Stormwater Upgrade
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

Grove Road Overland Flow Diversion
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

Keeney Court to Vernon Street Stormwater Upgrade
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

Shirley Avenue to Keeney Court Stormwater Upgrade
Design is underway with the next key deliverable, the preliminary design report
available in September 2010.

Elliot Street (70 -100) Overland Flow Management
The concept design report is currently under review.

South Street Overland Flow Diversion

Forward design is currently on hold in the preliminary design phase awaiting the
outcomes of the Clark Road to South Street Stormwater Upgrade preliminary
design report.
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¥ Prince Edward Catchment Stormwater Quality
Detailed design has been completed and physical works contract is currently
out to tender.

¥ Airfield Road (Ardmore Catchment) Drainage Improvement
Detailed design has been completed and is currently being checked in advance
of tendering.

¥ Elliot Street Stormwater Quality Improvement
The preliminary design report is currently under review.

¥ Takanini Structure Plan (TSP) Areas 2A & 2B to McLennan Wetland
Design is underway with the next key deliverable, the concept design report
available in September 2010.

Maintenance

CouncilOs contract with Transpacific Industrial Solutions provides routine
maintenance and reactive works on the stormwater network. For the period June
and July 2010, Council received 46 public complaints about stormwater. These
were due to pipeline blockages, manholes requiring repair and general
maintenance matters. All complaints have been dealt with.

Routine inspections of open drains and streams, manholes, inlets/outlets, treatment
ponds and separation units are carried out as part of the contract works. Any minor
work required that is identified during the inspections is programmed within the
available budget.

The following routine maintenance works have recently been completed for:

¥ Manholes, inlet/outlets and ponds. CCTV inspection, flushing and root cutting in
pipelines at various locations have also been undertaken.

¥ Open drain cleaning at several locations.

The following minor works have been completed:

¥ 60 Tironui Road and Gills Ave pond fence repairing works.
¥ 50 Onslow Road SW pipe replacement work.

¥ 43 Barnhill SW pipe repair work.

Dominion Road/Settlement Road creek cleaning work and further securing of
manhole lids are in progress.

Wai Care Education Programme

Wai Care provides water quality monitoring, education and action programmes for
community groups and schools. Key activities for June and July were as follows:

¥ All Drury School years 5 to 8 students (190 students) received native plants
Wild and Wonderful lesson for their stream restoration project.

¥ In-class sessions continued at Red Hill Primary School. They will have a small
planting event at Keri Downs Park in term 3.

¥ Papakura Normal SchoolOs middle and senior environment groups have been
undertaking weekly water quality monitoring sessions at their adopted site at
the Old Wairoa Stream.

¥ The Dept of Corrections Community Services Wai Care Group helped prepare
the planting sites at Slippery Creek Reserve and planted the wetland species
on the stream banks. The Clean Streams in Reserves Project continues
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throughout the District with a total of 11,400 kg of rubbish and invasive weeds
removed from our local streams from November 2009 to July 2010.

The Slippery Creek Restoration project has had three areas planted thus far.
The Drury Wai Care Club planted 190 plants around their water quality testing
site. They also led 190 year 5 to 8 students from their school at the main
planting event. They planted a total of 535 plants on that day. The basin area
north of the stream has had the wetland species planted. Another planting
event will see 310 native plants placed in this basin area.

United Water assisted with the Slippery Creek Restoration project and provided
funding for the pre-planting spraying of all planting areas. They also had
volunteers assist the Drury School students on the planting days.

Papakura Normal SchooIQs senior environment club planted 269 native plants to
fill any gaps at last yearOs McLennan Park plantings site at the Old Wairoa
Stream.
